
PIBYC Cruise-Out Information: 
THE OLD CLUB July 13, 14, 15 (&12), 2005 
 

 
Where: 
The Old Club is located on the south end of 
Harsens Island in the south channel of the St. 
Clair River.  Stay left of the Mid Channel buoy 
that separates the main shipping channel, or 
drive by car via ferry to Harsens Island.  Gate 
code at entrance is 9931.  Complete information 
packets and maps will be mailed to those who 
sign up.   
Activities: 
Plan to arrive early to take full advantage of 
facilities.  Wednesday afternoon will be leisure 
time and practice for golf, tennis, and croquet.  
Tournaments will be held Thursday.  Longest 
hole is 120 yards, so bring 7-9 iron and putter. 
Upon Arrival: 
Call on channel 9 for dock assignment ($1.65 
per foot).  Rooms at the Club’s “Ritz Hotel” are 
available at $96 per night plus tax (810-748-
9931).  All attendees check in at office to obtain 
a charge card for all purchases (no cash).  Final 
bills will be mailed to your residence. 
Meals: 
Included in the $160 per person fee will be hors 
d’oeuvres and dinner Wednesday and Thursday, 
Friday breakfast, and complete access to the 
Club’s facilities, including pool.  All other meals 
at your own expense – remember to carry your 
guest card at all times.  Serve cocktails on your 
boat, but no private alcohol on docks or 
premises. 
Dress Code: 
No blue jeans or un-collared shirts to be worn on 
the island.  Casual dress at all times except coats 
for men at Thursday dinner.
